Frequently asked Questions - Students
Where will Reach for Excellence events be held?
Most events will be held on the University of Leeds’ main campus. 
Will I be expected to do homework after learning events?

No. You will not be given homework. You may be given reading or other resources which you can use in your own time if you want to learn more.
Do I have to attend every event that I am invited to?

No, you are not committed to attend every event through the year. However we would expect you to attend as many events as you can to get the most out of the programme.

Can I claim travel expenses?

Yes. You will be reimbursed for your bus and/or train journey that you make to attend any event related to the scheme. 
Do I get a £10 bursary for every event I attend?

Yes. You can claim £10 per day for every event that you attend. 
How can I feedback my ideas for activities?

We welcome your feedback and ideas and will endeavour to provide the academic sessions and support that you request. You can give us your ideas by emailing the Reach for Excellence team.
When will learning events be held?

Events will be held regularly throughout the year. Events will usually run in school holidays or on Saturdays if there is sufficient demand.
Will my teachers be informed if I leave the scheme?

Yes, if you decide to leave the scheme, your school or college will be notified. This is strictly for monitoring purposes and you will not be penalised by the Reach for Excellence team or your teacher if you decide to leave the scheme. We may ask you to give us your reasons for leaving so that we can use your feedback to improve the scheme. 
Do I have to pay for any of the events I attend?

No, all the events that are offered through the scheme are free of charge.
Will the events be held regularly, for example on a weekly basis?
The events will not be held on a weekly basis but there will be sessions held throughout the year. These sessions will be held on days when you will be able to attend without disruption to your studies. 

Will the Reach for Excellence programme run for the full two years that we’re at school or college?
Yes, there will be a programme of events and support available to you for the two years that you are studying at school or college.

How do we sign up for the sessions?
Instructions on how to sign up for events will be given at the start of the programme.
Exactly how many sessions will run per year?

There will be at least 10 sessions each academic year. There will also be a week long summer school for year 12 students with academic workshops during the day and exciting social activities in the evening. 
Summer School FAQ’s

What is the summer school?
The summer school is a week long residential programme of events. During the day there is a comprehensive programme of academic workshops designed to help you with your application to university and to help you choose the right course and university. Whilst in the evening there are fun social activities.
Is the summer school part of the course or an optional extra – is attendance compulsory?

It is not compulsory to attend the summer school however we do encourage you to take part as it is a fantastic opportunity to experience university life and to make new friends. 
Do we have to stay over? What is the accommodation like? 
You will stay in one of the University halls of residence to get a taste of student life. If you are unable to take part in the residential aspect of the summer school due to family or medical reasons please contact Liz Hurley to discuss arrangements.
What activities are there?
Examples of typical workshops that run during the day are subject taster sessions, personal statement sessions and information sessions on funding. In previous summer schools academic sessions in Biological Sciences, Chemistry, Engineering, English, Geography, Healthcare, History, Law, Maths, Medicine, Performing Arts, Psychology and Sociology have been offered. Examples of typical evening activities are a trip to Xscape, a trip to the theatre, street dance, graffiti art and a final night dinner and disco.
