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Funding Guidelines for Applications to CePRA
Applications may be made to CePRA for financial support to cover or contribute towards the cost of activities run by staff and/or postgraduate research students within Schools or Institutes with membership of CePRA.

Applicants are asked to submit up to 300 words describing their activity and explaining how it relates to the criteria listed below, using the form provided (see below).  Applicants are also required to provide details of the budget and the timeline for expenditure. Applications will be considered by the Executive Committee of CePRA in relation to these criteria. There are no formal deadlines for submission of funding proposals. Applications will normally be processed within a period of 4-6 weeks. Funding from CePRA would normally be up to a maximum of £1000 other than in exceptional circumstances.
Successful applications will meet the following criteria:

1. The activity should contribute to or engage in the debate on the nature of practice-led research in the arts.

2. The activity should be open to staff and/or postgraduate research students from all Schools / Institutes / Departments with membership of CePRA.

Successful applications will also meet one or more of the following criteria:

3. The activity will provide a forum for discussion of practice-led research issues.

4. The activity will encourage cooperation and the sharing of good practice within the University’s community of practice-led researchers in the arts.

5. The activity will contribute to the discussion of policy and policy-making for practice-led research in the arts within the University and the wider HE sector nationally and/or internationally.

6. Training events that address specific needs associated with practice-led research in the arts (e.g. documentation of practice, debate on the nature of assessment).

As a strict condition of funding, successful applicants are required to:

· Submit a paragraph of text reporting the outcomes from the event for the CePRA web site (with images, video or audio if appropriate)

· Submit a short report on the event for the CePRA web site including details of: 
1. Any generic training for PGR students provided by the event, 
2. Sample evaluations or feedback after the event from PGR students 
3. A final confirmation of the amount to be claimed from CePRA in UK pounds, which should be equal to or less than the amount indicated on the application form 
4. A final itemised list of expenses incurred, to be claimed from CePRA
