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CePRA Training Masterclasses 2010
Summary

CePRA Training Masterclasses are designed to facilitate visits from external artists of practitioners who will provide training in practice-led research for our community of research postgraduate students and staff. Proposals will be assessed by CePRA executive committee. Unlike funding from CePRA for events, the focus here is upon bringing research expertise into the University. 
Criteria for funding

· One masterclass per school within PVAC is proposed each year

· Each masterclass has budget limit of £500, although applications may be combined across Schools within the faculty

· Masterclasses should be open to all members of CePRA

· Each event should have a clear PGR training priority, which may be subject-specific

· Successful proposals will offer a balance of subject-specific training and more generic, cross-faculty or interdisciplinary training

· Funding will necessitate the production of a report for each event (written by the applicant) for the CePRA website 

· A condition of funding will require the production of an itemised budget for the event, both beforehand and after the event to clarify in each case how funds were used

· It will be expected that photos or media content from the event will also be provided as a condition of funding which can then be disseminated to a wider community of researchers online
