I understand that I may be eligible for Statutory Maternity Pay (SMP) for a period of 39 weeks from the commencement of my leave.  I understand that, if I am so eligible, SMP will be subsumed within the full pay arising from the University’s maternity leave scheme (subject to the total amount not exceeding my normal pay).

I understand that should I wish to return to work before the end of my maternity leave, I am required to notify my Head of School/Service in writing no later than 8 weeks before my intended return date.  However, this notice period may be varied, by agreement with your Head of School/service/Section.

I understand that subject to the agreement of my Head of School/Service, I may undertake 10 Keeping in Touch Days during my maternity leave without it affecting my SMP.  If I exceed 10 days I will have deemed to have returned to work and my maternity payments will cease.  I also understand that if I start work with another employer who was not employing me during the qualifying week (i.e. 15 weeks before the EWC) my SMP payments will be shortened.

Pension Arrangements

<FOR NHSPS MEMBERS>I understand that I am required to continue to make pension contributions to the National Health Service Pension Scheme (NHSPS) during my paid and unpaid maternity leave.  These will be at the rate of 6% of the maternity pay I actually receive and my pensionable service will accrue based on my full salary.  During my unpaid maternity leave period arrangements can be made for me to repay the contributions on my return to work.  I understand that in this connection, I must contact the Pensions Office to make the necessary arrangements within 3 months of my return to work.

<FOR USS/PAS MEMBERS>I understand that I am required to continue to make pension contributions during my paid maternity leave.  These will be at the normal rate of the maternity pay I actually receive and my pensionable service will accrue based on my full salary.  During my unpaid maternity leave I understand I may choose to maintain my pension contributions and these will be at the normal rate of my full annual salary.  Arrangements can be made for me to repay the contributions on my return to work.  If I wish to do so, I understand that I must contact the Pensions Office to make the necessary arrangements within 3 months of my return to work.

I understand that if I fail to return to work following my maternity leave for a period of three months the University reserves the right to recalculate and claim back the non-statutory element of my maternity pay.  Any overpayment in relation to the non-statutory element of my maternity pay must be paid in full to the University within three months of my resignation.
