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Jean Monnet European Centre of Excellence

The JMECE continues to work closely with local government, ngos and academics and others in the region in fostering awareness of the European dimension. Strong cooperation and collaboration has developed within the University between the JMECE and EurPolCom, the European Centre for Political Communication, which is now a member of the JMECE.  A joint seminar programme was run this academic year on contested issues in Europe and a major international conference is planned for 2004 on enlargement and minorities. Members of the JMECE and of EurPolCom presented research findings at a number of national and international venues including the 1st Pan-European Conference on European Union Politics, ECPR, Bordeaux, the Robert Schuman Centre for Advanced Studies, European University Institute, Florence, the Minda de Gunzburg Center for European Studies, Harvard, the Europe in the World Centre, Liverpool, and conferences of the University Association for Contemporary European Studies. Each of the JM Chairs is engaged in research programmes that cut across traditional disciplinary divisions and which involves them in various projects with colleagues from other JM Centres across Europe.  In particular, such links have been stimulated as successful EurPolCom research bids have been developed and put in under Framework 5 and new transnational inter-disciplinary bids put in by the JMECE’s members under Framework 6. The JM Chairs also have high international reputations and contribute to the development of thinking and make inputs into official policymaking on Europe at national and local levels. Most recently, Prof Lodge was invited to advise the Finnish Prime Minister’s Review Committee on terrorism and the esdp, and was cross-examined by the Eduskunta’s Committee on Foreign Affairs. She was invited as the keynote speaker to the Bilbao conference on The contribution of ICTS to representative government:e-democracy  where she spoke on e-government and openness in the EU; and has undertaken several public speaking engagements for a wider audience on the euro and the UK.  Dr Statham participated as an invited Expert to Conference on ‘Social Exclusion, Activation and Welfare’, EU, Brussels, 2002. He was Invited Key Note Speaker on ‘British case’ for the Friedrich Ebert Stiftung Forum Scholars for European Social Democracy on 'Migration, Multiculturalism and Civil Society', Berlin, 2002.  EurPolCom is an important and energetic partner in the JMECE.  Prof Sawyer, a member of the research network, ‘Improvement of economic policy co-ordination for full employment and social cohesion in Europe’ (coordinated by the Unviersity of Bremen) presented numerous papers on fiscal policy and the euro both in EU countries and in the US, Korea and further afield.  JMECE members engage both in academic research on the euro and in public dissemination about the euro in states yet to join.

Interestingly, work of JMECE members and colleagues in other JMCEs and networks convergences on security and asylum, migration issues. In addition, increasingly, the JMECE is contacted directly by the media within the UK and non-terrestrial television companies to offer comment, interviews and ideas on programming, Euro content, and Euro analysis.

The JMECE held a major international conference on the Convention on the future of Europe on 25 April 2003.  This was addressed by the Danish and Czech ambassadors to the UK, by three regional MEPs (Corbett PES, Bowe, PES, and ELD) a political counsellor to the Hungarian embassy, Sir Geoffrey Martin (seconded to the Commonwealth secretariat) as well as academics.  The 100+ audience comprised primarily young people from the region as well as university students, teachers and the public. The conference coincided with the publication of the draft papers of the Convention on the controversial areas of security and defence. The conference was well covered in the media: Prof Juliet Lodge and Sir Geoffrey Martin, for example, undertook a 30 minute radio talk back on the draft constitution that day as well as press interviews; follow up radio interviews and press reports on Europe (including for the Times Higher Educational Supplement). The conference was held in Leeds Civic Hall with the support of Leeds City Council. Councillors hosted the keynote speakers and engaged in dialogue with them over matters of mutual interest in respect of regional policy and enlargement: the policy relevance and practical applied nature of the academic study of the EU and European integration were clearly recognised and appreciated.  Public sector public policy makers’awareness of the EU is growing.  The JMECE is pleased to welcome Sir Geoffrey Martin as Visiting Professor to the JMECE.

1.2  Additional information about the day to day running of the programme - impact of teaching activity within and outside the university
The day to day running of the programme relies heavily on the academic and administrative input, cooperative spirit, commitment and energy of individual JM chairs and of EurPolCom. Specific administrative assistance for the major international conferences is bought in separately.  

The JMECE’s visibility as a euro antenna for local executors, especially in the public sector, has also grown. The JMECE has also advised academics and others on CAP and enlargement issues.  The University of New York in Prague is seeking to establish a joint site degree programme in inter-disciplinary European Studies as a result. This is being examined in more detail. JMECE members have participated in numerous conferences and seminars throughout the year. Prominent among them have been the JM chairs Profs Lodge, Lord, Clegg, and Ackers and especially Dr Statham, Julie Firmstone and Emily Gray (EurPolCom), Simons (Phil) Jenkins (French) Masselot and Gerstenberg (Law) Gajewska-De Mattos(LUBS).

Students from a range of disciplines take a range of Jean Monnet modules in addition to Europeanised modules and programmes within their home departments. The development of such modules has been in part stimulated directly by the Jean Monnet Chairs and also indirectly through the demonstration and awareness impact of JMECE activities in general.

Apart from the modules offered by or under the direction of the JM chairs, the JMECE has developed a distance learning postgraduiate degree. The JMECE distance learning programme continues to benefit from the expertise of the department of Geography. Unfortunately, admission to the MA in the EU by ODL is temporarily suspended but the material for the modules is being uploaded and updated on a regular basis and the current cohorts of student continue to study.  It is expected that this will resume in 2003-4 given the demand from officials at different levels of government from across Europe and further afield.

Outside the University, there is increasing interest in EU security and issues relating to pillar III.  Chairs offer advice and media interviews on EU issues, and some JMECE members write occasional articles for the press and popular consumption. Local government in the region is especially interested. In addition, some JMECE members serve as experts to Commission panels, research boards and ngos, or to parliaments and governments in the EU and beyond.  For example, Prof Lodge was invited by the Finnish Prime Minister’s Review Committee to advise on internal security and anti-terrorism measures. Prof Clegg’s research on European and Chinese business environments has been extended and is attracting considerable attention. His research with Adam Cross and Hui Tan of the University of Leeds and with our Chinese partner (the Institute of World Development of the Development Research Centre of the State Council of the People’s Republic of China), represented by Professor CHEN Baosen, Dr XIAO Lian and Dr DING Yifan was extended. Interviews in the Federal Republic of Germany with the parents of German affiliates that invest in China were conducted in October and December 2002. Interviews were held with executives responsible for the German firms’ Chinese operations. The firms interviewed were: Siemens AG and Osram GmbH, both of Munich, Robert Bosch GmbH of Stuttgart, C. Melchers of Bremen, Wickmann-Werke GmbH of Witten (near Dusseldorf), and INA-Schaeffler KG of Herzogenaurach. These interviews were supported with funding from the Centre for Chinese Business and Development (CCBD) at the University of Leeds, which awarded 5 079 euro for further field trips to Germany and the France. Further interviews will take place Germany, France and the UK. 

Sir Geoffrey Martin has joined the JMECE as Visiting Professor; Eric Davies has joined the JMECE as our Euro informatics expert. Other JMECE members have further developed their work on themes of particular interest to the European Union. These are briefly recorded below. Those to take place before the end of 2003 in the local region include that by philosopher George MacDonald Ross who is organising a one-day workshop, to take place at Leeds on 2 September 2003, on International Perspectives on Teaching Philosophy.
