Guidelines on Writing a Research Proposal

When writing your research proposal here are some questions you should consider:

· What is your area of research or topic? Be as specific as you can.


· What research questions are relevant for your area of research/topic?


· Why do you consider your area of research/topic important?
· What work has already been done in your area of research (this should include indicative references)?

· What is original or innovative about your research? 
· What new approach can you offer?

· How will your work enhance knowledge and/or understanding?


· What is the context for your research?


· How will you conduct your research? 
· What methods will you use?

· Are you familiar with such methods?

· Would you like to use methods with which you are not yet familiar?

· What research training have you already had, and what further training might you require?

· Is your research project manageable? Could you focus your topic further? 

· Why do you think Leeds is a good place for you to conduct your research? 
· Will you need to spend a period of study elsewhere? 
· If so, is this feasible?
