The Bretton Hall Campus is currently home to the School of Performance and Cultural Industries, a School within the Faculty of Performance, Visual Art and Communications at the University of Leeds, prior to its move to the main Leeds Campus this summer.

The School has a distinctive combination of discipline areas which enables it to offer ‘performance’ study in the fullest sense.  This includes the processes of the performer, the production team in theatre and dance, creative writing, cultural and arts development, management.  It aims to be a centre of excellence in teaching, research, consultancy and work based training. 

YORKSHIRE SCULPTURE PARK

The Yorkshire Sculpture Park is an international centre for modern and contemporary art experienced by thousands of visitors each year, should you wish to take time out, a visit to the exhibition, gallery, craft and centre shops will enable you to appreciate the cultural centre of your surroundings.

ACCOMMODATION
You have an option to use University accommodation at Devonshire Hall at a cost of £26.00 per person, per night for bed and breakfast.  This traditional ‘Oxbridge’ style hall has a long standing reputation for the welcoming and friendly atmosphere extended to its delegates.  Situated in a quiet residential area just one mile from the main University Campus, Devonshire Hall has 290 beds arranged in single study bedrooms, where each room has its own wash basin, but toilet and shower facilities are shared.

TRAVEL AND DIRECTIONS TO DEVONSHIRE HALL
By road

From the South (M1)

At junction 43 the motorway splits. Take the right hand lanes and follow the M621 Leeds Centre. Exit the M621 at junction 3 and follow signs for the city centre and universities on the City Centre loop road. Pass under the railway bridges, keeping in the outside lane, and enter City Square. With the main Post Office on your right, continue along the loop road and turn right at the next traffic lights onto East Parade. Travel up East Parade in the left hand lane, straight across The Headrow into Calverley Street (the Town Hall will be on your left) past the Leeds General Infirmary (on your left) and filter into the right hand lane before turning right immediately after the Civic Hall (on your right). Turn left at the next traffic lights onto Woodhouse Lane (A660) and continue along this road, passing the University main entrance on the left. After just over 1/2 mile cross over a main crossroads (Hyde Park corner) and take the third right onto Cumberland Road. The Devonshire main entrance is second left.

From the M62 Eastbound

Exit the M62 at junction 27 to the M621. Exit the M621 at junction 2 (signposted Harrogate, York and Skipton) after a few hundred yards you will come to a major roundabout. Take the third exit to the city centre and join the inner ring road; from there take the exit signposted Skipton, which will bring you onto Woodhouse Lane (A660). Continue along this road, passing the University main entrance on the left. After just over 1/2 mile cross over a main crossroads (Hyde Park corner) and take the third right onto Cumberland Road. The Devonshire main entrance is second left. 

From the M62 Westbound

Exit M62 at junction 29 to join M1 northbound. Follow instructions from the South (M1) as above.

From A1 Northbound

Leave A1 (at exit to Ferrybridge Services) to join M62 westbound. Exit M62 at junction 29 to join M1 northbound. Follow instructions from the South (M1) as above.

From A1 Southbound

Leave the A1 taking the A64 towards Leeds and join the inner ring road (dual carriageway). Take the exit signposted Skipton A660, which will bring you onto Woodhouse Lane (A660). Continue along this road, passing the University main entrance on the left. After just over 1/2 mile cross over a main crossroads (Hyde Park corner) and take the third right onto Cumberland Road. The Devonshire main entrance is second left. 

By train 

You can find train timetable information at www.nationalrail.co.uk. There is a taxi rank outside the main entrance of the rail station. The taxi fare to Devonshire Hall should be about £4.50. The number 1 and the number 95 service leave every 10 minutes from Infirmary Street on City Square close to the rail station - ask the driver for Leeds Girl's High School. Cumberland Road is on the other side of the road; the Devonshire main entrance is second left. 

By air 

Leeds Bradford Airport is about 10 miles from the city centre and a taxi will cost approximately £25. There are buses from the airport to the bus station and several buses from there to Leeds Girls' High School which is opposite Cumberland Road.
TRAVEL AND DIRECTIONS TO BRETTON HALL CAMPUS

By road
Bretton Hall Campus is located one mile from Junction 38 of the M1 via the A637Huddersfield Road into West Bretton village. Turn left onto Park Lane at the War Memorial which leads into the Campus grounds.

By train
Bretton Hall is roughly equidistant from Barnsley and Wakefield stations with Wakefield Westgate being on the direct GNER London route. Timetable information is available from National Rail Enquiries: 08457 484950.  From either station a taxi will cost approximately £8.00. Wakefield cars is located close to Westgate station and can be booked by phone: 01924 362222.

By Bus
There is a bus service connecting Bretton Hall Campus with Barnsley, Denby Dale, Leeds and Wakefield for detailed information on service times and fares call Metroline: 0113 245 7676, or ask a member of the conference team for a timetable.

By Air
Bretton Hall Campus is approximately 45 minutes drive from Leeds Bradford Airport and approximately 75 minutes drive from Manchester Airport.
