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Research Degree Fees for New Students 
2011-2012
The inclusive annual academic fees for most postgraduate research degree programmes for session 2011-2012 are printed in this leaflet.  Please note that the rates quoted may be amended from time to time at the discretion of the University.  Where the research projects undertaken require a high expenditure on consumables, equipment or other resources an annual bench fee will be charged in addition to the academic fees.

Assessment of Fees:  For the purposes of assessment of fees students will be classified in accordance with the provisions of The Education (Fees & Awards) Regulations 1997 which came into effect from 1 September 1998.  In order to qualify for assessment at the lower home rate a student will have to have “settled status” and have to have been ordinarily resident in the United Kingdom for the three year period before the start of the course and not at any time during the three year period here mainly for the purposes of receiving full-time education.  All other students will be assessed as liable to pay the international fee rate unless they fall within the categories of excepted students as defined by the regulations; these may include certain residents of the European Union, refugees, and persons temporarily resident abroad.

The above statement is a brief outline of the Regulations; if you wish to receive further information about the Regulations or residence requirements for assessment at the lower home rate of fee you should contact Research Student Administration.
Field Work

Students who are registering for programmes which require field work are asked to note that expenses for this work are not included in the fees shown below.  When field work requirements extend to more than a few days, the expenses can be significant; further information may be obtained from the schools concerned.

Bench Fees

In the Faculties of Biological Sciences, Medicine and Health, Earth and Environment, Mathematics and Physical Sciences and Engineering a bench fee may be payable to cover the use of laboratory facilities.  This will be assessed by the academic School on an individual basis and are not included in the fees shown below.  In some Faculties scholarships may be available to cover all or part of the bench fee.

Payment of Fees

Fees must be paid in full at the time of Registration.  However, arrangements exist whereby self-supporting students may apply to the Accounts Receivable Section for approval to pay academic fees in two equal amounts.  The first payment must be made on registration with the remaining instalment payable five months after the official start date and this is payable by direct debit only from a UK bank account.  Students who are supported by scholarships are required to bring with them a letter or other document confirming that the fees will be paid directly to the University.  Students who are unable to either pay the first instalment or provide satisfactory documentation regarding their scholarship/sponsor will be unable to register and start their course.  Any questions regarding the payment of fees should be addressed to the Accounts Receivable Section.

Theses

The costs associated with preparing a thesis is not covered by the fees stated above and may well exceed £200 if professional assistance is employed.  Students should seek the advice of supervisors and Schools on the ways in which these costs may be kept to a minimum. You should budget for living costs such as accommodation (including utility bills), food, clothing, household goods, books/study, local travel, telephone/mobile phone costs and leisure etc.  The cost of living in Leeds is relatively low by UK standards and you should budget for an estimated living cost of £90 a week.  This does not include Tuition fees, return international travel and visa fees, insurance (travel/health/driving/possessions) or luxury items and leisure travel.
Costs for additional years are likely to rise by approximately 3% due to inflation, so students on courses of more than one year should budget for this.  The cost of the final year’s study will also be more than for previous years.

Estimated weekly rent costs (2010/11) for family accommodation (not including electricity, gas and water bills): Couple - weekly rent starts from £157 

2 - bedroom - weekly rent starts from £174   
3 - bedroom - weekly rent starts from £194
As there is limited accommodation at this price some families will need to pay more than this. 

Extra costs for families include family accommodation, living costs for family members and childcare.  

Students requiring childcare in the UK will need an estimated £8900 per year for full-time childcare for each child under school age and £1400 per year for school holiday childcare for each older child. There may also be additional costs for childcare during school term time if childcare is required after the end of the school day.

Council Tax

Council Tax is a tax payable on dwellings.  University-owned accommodation occupied wholly by full time students is exempt from Council Tax.  If you share a home (either University-owned or privately-owned) with non-students, a proportion of Council Tax may be payable.

International students on courses of more than 24 weeks who are paying full-time fees will be exempt for Council Tax purposes.  The spouse of a full-time international student may also be exempt for Council Tax purposes if he/she is:

· Not a European Economic Area national

· has limited Leave to Remain in the United Kingdom (i.e. is not permanently settled here)

· restricted or prohibited from working by the immigration conditions OR is not allowed to claim Public Funds (Income Support, Housing Benefit, Family Credit, Housing as a Homeless Person.)

If your spouse is not covered by the situations described above then the household may receive a full or partial bill for Council Tax.  This regulation does not normally apply to spouses settled permanently in the United Kingdom.  Please be advised that the Council Tax regulations are very complex. National Health Service

International Students starting a programme of study lasting more than six months will not be required to pay for medical treatment under the National Health Service.  There is a charge for dental and optical treatment for people over the age of 16 (or over 18 if in full-time education).
International students following a programme of study lasting less than six months will be required to take out comprehensive health insurance to cover the cost of consultations and treatment for themselves and their family unless their country has a reciprocal health agreement with the UK.  Those bringing dependants to the United Kingdom will need to insure them separately.

Disability

Credit card or debit card by internet

Visit the online payment page payment by internet   http://www.leeds.ac.uk/ssc/fees.htm   and click “Make immediate online payment” (left side of the screen). You will need the nine digit student ID number and date of birth only.
Credit or debit card by telephone

Telephone Accounts Receivable on +44 (0) 113 343 6055/4.  This method may not be possible if the card company needs to ask you security questions before authorising your payment.

How can I transfer money to the UK?
	Travellers Cheques (Sterling)

	Unlike cash you can replace travellers cheques if they are lost or stolen (keep receipts separate).  You can use them as soon as you arrive and exchange them for cash and pay them into a UK bank account – although this can take a couple of weeks to open.  If you use Sterling (UK Pound) cheques you are likely to avoid commission charges.

	Bankers draft/cashiers cheque


	Buy Sterling (UK pound) drafts from your home bank and bring them with you.  Quick to clear and free to pay into your UK bank account.  Drafts/cheques in other currencies are expensive and may take around a month to process.

	Telegraphic bank to bank transfer


	Often cheapest method but you need to wait until you have opened a UK bank account so make sure you have access to other cash, eg travellers cheques.  It normally takes 4 working days and there may be an exchange fee and a transaction fee from the UK bank as well as the transfer charge in your home country.

	Credit/debit card from your home country 
	You can do this if your card is accepted in the UK (if you have a 4 digit pin number).  Check how much you will be charged as this can be an expensive way of accessing your money.

	Personal cheque from your home bank account
	You can pay this into your UK bank account but this is a slow method of money transfer – you may have to wait up to 6 weeks until the cheque clears and you can withdraw the money.  The UK bank may also charge you to accept your personal cheque.

	Cash
	DO NOT carry large amounts of cash with you when you travel to the UK.  There is a serious risk it could be stolen.  Bring no more than £500 in cash for your first week – bring small notes, no bigger than £20.
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
